Certified Nursing Assistant and Patient Services Associate (CNA
and PSA) – Hunter Green

Respiratory Therapist – Navy Blue

In-Patient Therapies (OT, PT, SLP, CTRS) – Caribbean Blue
Outpatient Therapies – Caribbean Blue Color Top with Black pants

Therapy Extender, Therapy Extender 2 and
Therapeutic Recreation Aides - Wine

Pharmacists, Pharmacy Technician - Pewter

Behavioral Specialist and Behavioral Technician – Olive

Unit Secretaries - Turquoise

Fun Scrub Days!
Fun Scrub Days will occur once a month plus six HFSC Holiday Fun Scrub Days chosen by
the B.U.C. Team and published on Inspire
Themed scrubs optional: Staff may wear either themed scrubs or any fun scrubs (non-
standard color/patterned), but must remain in scrubs
Calendar will be maintained and posted annually on Inspire with a mix of weekdays to
accommodate varying schedules

Maternity Accommodation: Loose-fitting professional clothing in
discipline colors is permitted (e.g., RN may wear solid blue top with
blue/black pants)
Religious Accommodation: Black or discipline color scrub skirts with
black or discipline color leggings are permitted. Requests reviewed
individually
Behavioral Health Units: Staff supporting outings may wear business
casual per HFSC policy, but change into scrubs once back at campus
AIU Specifics:

      - No hoodies (safety concern)
      - (2) HFSC issued hats permitted 
      - Optional: Scrub caps in approved color
      - Puzzle Piece Logos: Only small chest logos allowed; no large

Guideline Overview

Uniform Policy by Role
Scrub Color: Staff must wear the color designated for their discipline
Undershirts: Only black, white, gray, or color-matched to uniform
Footwear: No open-toe, Croc-style, fuzzy, slipper-style, or non-
waterproof footwear

Jackets & Outerwear
Approved Materials: Fleece, polyester, nylon/spandex
Not Allowed: Sweatshirt or French terry material
Colors: Black, gray, or discipline color
